1099’s
Those of you who have been with OC for more than a year have been receiving 1099’s at the end of each year for the past few years.  We have now learned, from our accountant and attorney that we should not be sending these out annually to franchise owners as we are not “paying” our franchise owners.  As an example (which I asked for during the conversation) in any other franchise company, at the end of each month you would sit down, figure up your sales for the month and remit your royalty check to the franchisor.  Therefore, you would never be paid by the franchisor, just write off your royalty payment as an expense to your company.  In OC’s case, the money flows through the corporate office to be distributed to the outfitters and lodge owners from a central source.  Your commission is then sent to you and we withhold our royalties.  Your commissions being sent to you are not to be confused with being “paid” by the franchisor so therefore, we will not send 1099’s in the future.  Your last statement received each year (at the time of your last sale each year) will have the list of all commissions from the year and you will be able to report your commissions to your accountant from that listing.
