A message received this week from Monte’s Guiding in Montana:
Just a note to let you know that prospects look good for high drawing odds for nonresident elk and deer combination licenses this year.  From all reports by outfitters who are attending shows, people are very reluctant to commit to applying for a license in Montana this year.  The MOGA crew at the SCI convention said they had the same thing there; everyone wants to wait and see what happens this year, with the new licensing price and system.  So tell your agents not to be faint hearted about promoting Montana hunts.  Our part of Montana in particular is blessed with healthy herds of elk, deer, and antelope. Our winter has been tedious; however, slopes have blown bare all winter, so feed has not been an issue.  We have had several mild spells of weather, also.  (It was 60 degrees here yesterday, and is nearly 50 right now.) We have several pieces of legislation underway now which should enhance the ability of hunters to purchase a Montana license in the future.  They are working their way pretty positively through committees right now.
